Christopher
interned last fall at Camp Broadway where he had the opportunity to partake in the Macy’s
Thanksgiving Day Parade. Chris will be attending SUNY New Paltz in the fall to study theater
and psychology.

Pawel Dlugosz is a senior at Bayside High School. Pawel interned this spring at the
Tribeca Film Institute where he worked on the Tribeca Film Festival catalogue and with
the Institute’s database. Pawel will attend City College in the fall and plans to complete
his degree in film at New York University.

Charlotte Foster is a Senior at Bayside High School. Charlotte interned last fall at New
York Theatre Workshop in the Development Department, where she worked cultivating
individual donors. Charlotte will be attending SUNY Fredonia in the fall to study theater.

A native New Yorker, he attended schools in New York City and
graduated from James Monroe High School in 1931. Art was always a part of his life. In 1991,
The Edward R. Wiener Arts Scholarship was established to commemorate Mr. Wiener's life and
to provide opportunities for other New Yorkers to pursue their education and, ultimately, their
careers in the arts. Beginning in 2007, The Edward R. Wiener Arts Scholarship is being offered
to participants in the Career Development Program through The Center for Arts Education
because of CAE’s commitment to education, the arts and the community.
